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 Ballet Preparation ï 1st and 2nd grade ï once a week ï gentle preparation for ballet class and theatrical performance 

 Ballet 1 ï minimum age 3rd grade ï once a week 

 Ballet 2 ï Offered twice a week in Ashland, once a week in Mansfield. 

 Intermediate Ballet Levels ï Ashland location only ï 3 times a week.  

 Open Ballet Class (Saturday)  ï Ashland location only - extra study ï intermediate and advanced levels 

 Pointe ï Ashland location only ï A minimum of three ballet classes per week in addition to pointe class is required.  

Students must be approved for the class by director. 

 Tap ï minimum age 3rd grade ï must be enrolled in ballet class unless special permission is granted. 

 Modern ï Ashland location only ï adding another dimension to movement vocabulary.  For dancers with a working 

knowledge of ballet technique ï directorôs approval required. 

 Jazz ï Ashland location only ï students must have a working knowledge of ballet technique ï directorôs approval 

required. 

 Unlimited ï Students may attend any class desired providing they maintain attendance in required class for their level.

OPUS POLICIES  
Please follow the rules.  It is our belief that every class prepares students for their onstage experience.  Courtesy, cleanliness, and 
orderliness are essential to a smoothly running performance.  Please re-read rules regularly.  Changes are occasionally made as 
problems arise.  
 

General Polici es 
 No gum or candy in class 
 No large or dangling jewelry in class 
 Hair should be in a bun or suitable secure fashion off the face 
 Do not wear classroom dress on the street ð WEAR A COVER-UP. 
 As you wait for your child or your class you must BE QUIET.  Do not allow younger non-dancing children to disturb class. 

 

Late - comers 
 Late-comers will not be permitted to participate in the class.  They are, however, encouraged to stay and observe. 

 

Refunds 
 There is no refund for missed classes.  However, if you miss a class for a legitimate reason, it may be made-up with another 

class within the semester. 
 Anyone dismissed from class for disciplinary reasons will not receive a refund. 

 

Inclement Weather  
 In case of inclement weather, please call the studio.  Closings will be stated on voice mail message AFTER 12:00 NOON. 

 

Food & Drink  
 As with our backstage policies, no open beverages are permitted ï including open cans of pop, cups from fast food 

restaurants, juice boxes or pouches, and bottles with screw-on lids.  All drinks must be in non-spillable sports bottle. 
 Please eat messy or sticky treats at home or at the restaurant where they were purchased. 
 If you eat a meal at the studio clean up after yourselves ï including cleaning the table top! 

 

Dress Code  
 Ballet (girls) pink tights, pink ballet shoes, black leotard 
 Ballet (boys) black or white ballet shoes, sweat pants or black tights, white t-shirt, dance belt. 
 Tap, Jazz, Modern a variety of dancewear may be worn providing it does not inhibit movement or hide the line or quality of 

movement 
 In all classes dancers may be asked to remove extra clothing if the teacher feels that it is not appropriate for the class. 
 No plastic or parachute pants permitted. 

Ballet technique is the basis of our curriculum.  It develops strength, line, center, 
flexibility, coordination and a good academic knowledge of dance.  Opus students 

are required to study ballet unless special permission is granted.
